Domestic Violence-Working with Perpetrators
Domestic violence is endemic in our society.  According to recent research, an incidence of domestic violence is reported to the police every minute, yet only about a third of all incidents are reported to the police.  Almost a quarter of all women and a third of all men have experienced at least one incident of inter-personal violence in their lifetime.  Yet domestic services to support victims/survivors and to treat perpetrators are being cut.  This means that the demand on other support services is likely to increase and counsellors are likely to be more in demand for this work.
With this in mind, this workshop is designed to explore working with perpetrators and will:

· look at domestic violence and its impact on survivors and perpetrators

· critically assess current thinking and models for working with perpetrators

· explore the role that counsellors can take in helping perpetrators to address their behaviours

· consider the role that attachment plays in domestic abuse

· tackle issues of confidentiality and safeguarding for counsellors
